Veteran takes top honours
in even tougher marathon

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VETERAN runner John Nixon of Achilli
Ratti won the 1992 Manx Mountain

Marathon, taking top honours in the
event for the first time at the age of 44.

In extremely difficult conditions he beat
last year's winner, Alan Hauser of Holmfirth,
into second place, with four times champion
and course record holder Brent Brindle. of
Horwich third. The best placed local wa..s
Richie Stevenson, of Manx Fell Runners. who

was seventh overall.

The swirling mist and strong north westerly
wind made it extremely difficult for competi­
tors, and not surprisingly the winning time,
5:05:58, was well down on Brindle's best ever
4:28: 12. However, that didn't detract from a
tremendous battle involving the top three run­
ners as far as South Barrule, and between

to tell. His legs gave up, and. completely
exhausted, he was forced to walk to the finish.
Hauser, himself on the verge of collapse, saw
Brindle was in difficulty from some distance
away, and managed to keep running long
enough to claim second place.

The top three runners had built up such a
commanding lead that Brindle wasn't caught
by fourth placed Andrew Belton. ~

The runners in Saturday's event faced a
wide range of conditions, from the Winter
gales at the Bungalow, to the Spring sunshine
at St John's. The thick mist over much of the
higher ground meant they relied to a large
extent on their compasses, particularly for
finding the sunm1its of the 13 peaks.

One competitor who fell victim to the con­
ditions was Tony Rowley of Manx Fell Run­
